In my kennel Ibuilt platforms for the dogs.  I really like the platforms; I first saw them at a

The advantage to having platforms is the dogs can get out of the mud when it rains or snows.   
 
The dogs love getting under their platforms for shade on those hot days.  Their dog houses are 
mounted on the top of the platform as well as the food/water bowls. 
 
At first I would find the bowls all over the kennel, under their platforms or even in their houses
